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Elective Surgeries ( Ovariohystorectomies (Spays), Castrations (Neuters),
and Declaws) are completed on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays.

Pets need to arrive at our clinic between 7 and 8 am the morning of their
surgery. You have the option of dropping them off the day before their
surgery during our business hours If it is more convenient for you. There
IS No extra charge for this service.

Your pet should not eat anything after 10 PM the night before their
surgery. They can have water.

When you arrive at our clinic to drop your pet off for surgery you will be
asked a series of questions about your pet. Please let us know if your pet
has any special requirements at this time.

All pets must be current on all required vaccinations:

Cats: FVRCPL and Rabies
It is highly recommended to run a FeLk/FIV test prior to surgery.

Dogs: DHLPP or DHPP, Rabies and Bordetella

Dogs also must be current on their Heartworm preventative
and Heartworm testing requirements.
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During the physical examination our veterinarians are
evaluating your pet from nose to tail. They will check their
body for lumps and /or bumps, feel their lymph nodes and
abdomen, listen to their heart and lungs, check for signs of
Internal and external parasites, check their skin and hair
coat, check their joints for mobility issues, etc.

Our Registered Veterinary Technicians will draw a blood
sample and run a blood panel on each pet. Our
veterinarians will evaluate their blood levels, which check
their kidney and liver values and their white and red blood
cell counts.

As long as there are no significant findings on the physical
examination or the blood work results, our animal health
care team will continue to prepare your pet for surgery.
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x Your pet will now be placed on a blanket in one of our
recovery cages to relax and let the pre -surgical
medications take effect.

x Our technicians will monitor your pet while setting up
for surgery.

x \We prepare our patients for surgery in our treatment
area right outside of our surgery and recovery rooms.
